Everyone has heard the stories in the news of children in school who have faced juvenile criminal charges for innocent mistakes or minor infractions. The Kingwood honor student caught with a bottle of Tylenol in her backpack, the kindergartener who brings a gun to school, thinking it is a toy or wanting to show the teacher, and the high school senior hiring a female stripper to celebrate the birthday of his favorite teacher are only a few examples. What are the rights of these students and parents when a child is accused of a crime? What authority and training to the school district police officers have? Can they use tasers or pepper spray on a child? What authority does the school have and what is its responsibility in handling instances of bullying, harassment, or discrimination? These and other related topics will be the focus of the Kingwood Area Democrats’ March meeting.
KADS, in conjunction with the American Civil Liberties Union, will be hosting a program on the civil rights of juveniles. Representatives from the Humble Independent School District have also been invited to attend.
