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Board Meeting 9/22/11

Members present:  Bruce, Karen, Sue, Deborah, Pam, Dori, Phillip, Egberto, Patty, Rabeea, Demetria, Carolyn, Michelle, Steve, Marsha 

1. Opening remarks–
	Egberto opened the meeting with the goal of arriving at a motion to “Review the golf tournament information and ask Marianne Lines, Tournament to a Tee consultant, to attend the Oct 5 KAD meeting for a brief presentation and Q & A”.  He stressed the importance of working as a cohesive group of Democrats and apologized for any confusion regarding the tournament that he may have had a part of.

2. Golf Tournament- 
	Steve made the motion for a proposed committee for the golf tournament consisting of: Demetria, Rabeea, Patty, Phillip and Carolyn. All individuals declined and the motion was withdrawn.
	Sue discovered that for Adrian Garcia’s golf tournament that two full time paid staff members organized the event.  Sue asked for a report from other KAD members regarding tournaments. Deborah indicated a local dance group profited $11,000 but their event was run by one of the parents who is a golf pro.  She also discussed speaking with individuals regarding church and charity tournaments using only members and their events required a huge commitment by members in work hours. She also stated that there are resources including software online that can be downloaded for free but would require volunteers from the membership.  Phillip gave information about alumni and corporate tournaments run by members only which require lots of work.  He also spoke with an individual who has served as a Marshall at tournaments who spoke about the work involved.
	Patty expressed concern about holding the event during the campaign season and due to limited member interest or knowledge of golf tournaments.
	Rabeea made the motion to seek a chair for the golf tournament from the KAD membership at the next general meeting which was seconded by Phillip.  Rabeea, Carolyn, Deborah and Demetria joined in the discussion to seek a chair and getting KAD members involved.  Motion was ultimately voted on and approved by a majority of members present.  Phillip discussed including in the KAD alert for the October meeting the pending discussion regarding the golf tournament and seeking a committee and chair for the event. Rabeea reviewed her participation in the fashion show fund raiser held by KAD and the work involved visiting other democratic groups prior to the event.
	Bruce stressed the importance of reviewing the facts gathered about tournaments from members present.
	Dori cited minutes from the Sept general meeting and the need to bring back information and options for different ways to run the tournament to the KAD members.
Karen commented on the difference between being a chair for the event with members only volunteers vs working with a professional.  She also stated the excitement of new members in KAD.
	Michelle proposed a county wide event rather than a strictly local event.
	Carolyn expressed the difficulty holding a successful event with all of the campaign activities going on in the spring 2012.  She also reiterated the lack of interest by KAD members with no core group to serve as volunteers.
	Phillip, Demetria, Rabeea and Carolyn stressed the importance of following Robert’s Rules of Order for this meeting and the general KAD meetings.  
	Three general options will be presented to the KAD group October meeting regarding the golf tournament.  Rabeea will present Option 1 – members only with no professional help.  Sue made the motion to begin the Oct 5 meeting at 6:30 and invite Marianne Lines to make presentation for Option 2.  
Motion was voted on and approved by a majority of members present.  Dori and Carolyn will attempt to gather information from 3 local golf courses regarding services and fees offered by club tournament coordinators for Option 3.

3.  Dessler Climate Change event-
	Bruce opened discussion about a public meeting being held at Atascocita Presb. Church with speaker Andrew Dessler.  Discussion ensued about holding a similar event sponsored by KAD. Ron Spross was present to answer questions by the group.
	Event-Presentation on climate change, and especially the science behind it,including the role of green house gases.
Length of event: total of two hours-to include lecture presentation followed by question and answer.
Estimated attendance-100 to 150 consisting of an estimate of 50- 60 faculty and students (but we need Katherine’s input on these numbers), 20-40 members of KAD and 25 to 50 members of the public. However, it is very difficult to estimate how many members of the public will attend.
Venue-Teaching Theater-but we need to know the capacity from Katherine. Other venues may be available if the TT capacity does not appear large enough.
 	Date of event-Intention is to choose a date and time consistent with maximizing the convenience to faculty and students to attend. Strong preference for date when LSC is in session and a day and time consistent with the foregoing. Choice of date: preferably in late (last two weeks) January (that is, after the LSC school semester begins), or during first two weeks of February or, if neither of the foregoing periods works, in April.  The group decided the event should be separate from a regularly scheduled KAD meeting.  Suggest Katherine check on dates during these periods but also that Ron check with Andrew Dessler on his schedule during the same periods.
	Contact and hospitality – Deborah and Sue have volunteered to be the contact representatives for KAD with LSC and to handle hospitality.  It was suggested that signs be posted on tables with refreshments “Provided by KAD”.  
A motion was made to have Dr Dessler present a program sponsored by KAD in late January or February or as his schedule permits.  The motion was seconded, and approved by a majority of members present.

4.  Bruce passed out information from the ACLU for a joint venture for a community outreach program on Youth Right.  The group expressed interest and await additional information.
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
